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Abstract

“Shifting Values, Changing Selves: Values amidst Changes in Thai Society” is a research
project aimed to analyse the change in value adhesion in Thai society through such key
dimensions as lifestyle, generation, and gender. It consists of five projects:

1. The construction of the “Value” of vegan consumption in Thai public discourse

2. Polite speech production and perception in different situations of Thai speakers in
generations X, Y, and Z

3. How Thai people value honesty

4. Visualising ambivalence on screen: Memory and the interplay of values in
contemporary Thai cinema

5. Sexual politics in YouTube: shifting values in feminist attitude and women’s

empowerment

In terms of lifestyle, this research will explore how vegan diets reflect changing social
values and how individuals use them to shape their own identities. It also analyses how people
in Thai society have changed their views about honesty. In terms of generation, this research will
study how sound production and perception and contemporary Thai films present the change in
values attachment in Thai society. In terms of gender, this research aims to explore how
representations of today's famous female YouTubers reflect changes in feminist attitudes.

Even though all five projects will focus on the study of specific data groups and may not
reveal the big picture, they can provide a glimpse that helps us reflect on the fundamental
changes in Thai society through the issues of value adhesion and conflict and may pave the way

for a more extensive research in the future.
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
